Virtual Tour of Israel - A Three-Part Series.  What Day Did Jesus Die? 
The reason behind this series came about from my past studies.  In my research of the 
four Spring Feasts (Passover, Unleavened Bread, First Fruits, Pentecost), a Rabbinical 
argument would count the 50 days (Omer) from the Passover and end at Shavuot 
(Pentecost).  Yet the Leviticus 23 text speaks of counting between the Feast of First 
Fruits to Pentecost. This raised a question in my mind: how does their answer affect a 
Christian view of the day that Jesus was crucified and died? 
 
This led to developing a more thorough understanding of our topic.  Our May class 
covered a fair and honest evaluation of the Wednesday death.  Seeing the strong 
possibility of Jonah’s death in the “whale’s belly” and resurrection gives a connection 
with Jesus.  Yet, I believe this view is lacking as we ask three questions. 
1.  Is there a difference between day/night and night/day, or is it just semantics?                
A Wednesday death states it is semantics with no real study. 
2.  Which view is correct for the comparison of Jonah and Jesus (Matthew 12:40)  
    1.  Jonah/whale’s belly – Jesus/ “heart of the earth” – Grave (Wed./Thurs. death) 
    2.  Jonah/whale’s belly – Jesus/ “heart of the earth” - Abraham’s Bosom 
    3.  Jonah/whale’s belly – Jesus/ “heart of the earth” – Jonah/Jesus in captivity!  
3.  Can there be two Sabbaths in the same week?
