Projects for 2025

Project 2—Our teaching at Norris Bible Baptist Seminary continues in the second-
semester classes on Practical Hebrew 101, Prophetical Books 2 (Ezekiel/Daniel), and the 
Book of Revelation.  It is a privilege to train future pastors, missionaries, and leaders! 
 
Project 3—This summer, I want to videotape our Eschatology and Book of Revelation 
classes to help Pastors and church members better understand these important Bible 
teachings.
